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Congregational Meeting Summary 
 
The semi-annual Congregational Meeting was held on Sunday January 27, 2008.  The 
agenda included a presentation of 2007 financial results, approval of the 2008 Spending 
Plan, a review of the Chapel School budget as well as decisions on offering an internship for 
the 08-09 time period and proceeding with the Natural Church Development analysis.  In 
addition, the Audit Committee presented the results from the audit they just completed of 
the church’s financial records.  The devotion from the meeting was taken from Philippians 
4:4-7 “Rejoice in the Lord always. I will say it again: Rejoice! Let your gentleness be evident to 
all. The Lord is near. Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and 
petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which 
transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus”.  
Given the normal concern over financial issues these verses seemed very appropriate.  
Included in this Clarion are a few of the charts highlighting key elements of the meeting 
whose primary focus was financial.  The complete presentation and other documents 
discussed at the meeting can be located on our website at http://www.ctknashua.org.   

Overall the meeting seemed to go very well with a lot of good discussion focusing on the 2008 
Spending Plan, engagement of the intern and our current deficit which closed 2007 at about 
a negative $40,000.  This is an improvement of $5,000 from the end of 2006.  We also are 
looking for Synod Assembly Representatives so if you are interested please see pastor or me. 

As President of Council and on behalf of the entire Council, I would like to take this 
opportunity to thank each of you for your faithful support during the last year.  I feel blessed 
to be part of such a loving, joyful group of Christians.  As we move out into 2008 let us keep 
Paul’s comments to the Philippians as our banner, being thankful for all that the Lord has 
given us with the understanding that He will continue to provide for us as we prayerfully 
present our requests to Him.  As Paul states “Do not be anxious about anything, but in 
everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God.”
