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To mark the gift of the Holy Spirit in fire, all are invited to wear red color on their clothes!
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So when [the apostles] had come together, they
asked him, "Lord, is this the time when you will
restore the kingdom to Israel?” He replied, "It is not
for you to know the times or periods that the Father
has set by his own authority. But you will receive
power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and
you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, in all Judea
and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”

(Acts 1:6-8)

By the time you read this I will be in the place where the Jesus’
movement began. For centuries, it has been a place for pilgrims to
visit, in order to ground themselves in the significant events of Jesus’
life. With ten others, I will visit the Church of the Nativity in
Bethlehem, the Church of the Holy Sepulchre in Jerusalem, the Garden
of Gethsemane at the base of the Mount of Olives, the place of the
Multiplication of Loaves and Fishes, and so on and so forth.

More than simply visiting sites and marveling at stones and
structures, our group will drink up from the living stones, those
who live there who continue to give witness to Christ’s reign of peace
and new life.

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I could see the light in their faces...
faces of children going off to school in the morning,
Timothy, with his chair on his head and Nancy, beaming at the textbook she shared,

faces of men who were thankful they had a job for a week or a month,
Eddie, recovering from malaria and Stanley, proud of the new library he was building;

faces of women, laughing and sharing news, happy to have food for their family,
Carmeni, bending over the hot fire cooking rice for the deacons and evangelists who
would take the Good News back to their congregations in the bush.

There is Good News and this is a year of possibility...if we light up
a life and don't dim a dream. There is much poverty in Liberia but
there is also hope. Life is better in Liberia and other countries in
Africa, Asia, and Latin America---better than it was a decade ago.
Around the world, the number of people living on less than $1 a day
fell to under one billion. Child mortality rate has been reduced by
nearly half in the country of Malawi. In parts of Asia, the female
enrollment in technical schools rose from 5% to 45%. In Latin
America, 97% of children now attend primary school. Our letters to
our representatives made the difference...dreams are possible.

This is a year of possibility...

We are just over the critical halfway point to meeting the Millennium Development Goals to
cut global poverty and hunger in half by 2015. The Millennium Development Goals, or
MDGs, brought nations together not only to dream about a better world but to commit to ac-
tions that make the MDGs a reality.

Bread for the World’'s 2008 Offering of Letters is asking our members of Congress for an in-
crease of at least $5 billion for programs that give poor people in developing countries the
opportunity to work their way out of poverty. There is a light glowing now... in the Global
Poverty Act that focuses U.S. development assistance on achieving the MDGs. There’s a bi-
partisan bill in the Senate S.2433 that needs our support.

Seventy years ago, many thought that rebuilding war-torn Europe was impossible. Yet, with
the Marshall Plan’s $20 billion in aid, the dream wasn’t dimmed...lives had light, hope, and
possibility. We can do this again. As people who follow the Light, we know that “with God,
all things are possible.” (Matthew 19:26)

gress know that this is the year of possibility!

¢ | The next time you are tempted to grumble that the word “stewardship” is
awkward to use in casual conversation, just be glad that | am not exhorting
you to a more usufructary way of life. Wendell Berry likes to use the word
“usufruct” which means: the right of enjoying the use and advantage of an-
other’s property, short of the destruction or waste of its substance.

We enjoy the benefits of life on earth, God'’s “property” and gift to us. In Genesis, we are re-
minded that God gave the dominion of earth and its creatures to man and woman. But the
greedy edge of our relationship to the earth has caused us to fail in the caring stewardship
that God intended. Now the earth is in danger of destruction.

At the other end of the bible, a careful reading of the book of Revelation gives a different
slant than the “Left Behind” distortion of the day of judgment: “The nations raged, but your
wrath has come, and the time for judging the dead, for rewarding your servants, the proph-
ets and saints and all who fear your name, both great and small, and for destroying those
who destroy the earth.” (Revelation 11:18) We are not “saved” when we leave the earth be-
hind. Instead, we find the wholeness that God intends in the midst of our life on earth,
which includes the care of people, civil order and the environment.

Have you been actively involved in caring for the earth rather than destroying it? Fifteen
years ago, the ELCA passed a social statement: “Caring for Creation: Vision, Hope and Jus-
tice.” In that statement, as well as in the resolution passed last year by our synod assembly,
each congregation is urged to be a center for study and caring for creation. Is there a Care
for Creation Committee in your church? Have you done an energy audit for the building?
Have you written a covenant to reduce energy consumption and engage in advocacy for the
sake of the stewardship of the earth?

Here’s a deal: you don’t have to remember the word “usufruct” but you do need to get a copy
of the ELCA's social statement and form a group in your congregation to study it and act on
it. It is prophetic and totally relevant to the present situation. It includes these prayers:

We pray, therefore, for the humility and wisdom to stand with and for creation, and the for-
titude to support advocates whose efforts are made at personal risk.

We pray, therefore, for the strength to change our personal and public lives, to the end that
there may be enough.

We pray, therefore, for the creativity and dedication to live more gently with the earth.
