Pastor's Page

(Acts
2:42)

There | was on May 11, the day of Pentecost,
in Jerusalem. | was worshipping with the
congregation of Redeemer Lutheran Church,
shepherded by my good friend, Pastor Ibrahim
Azar. Earlier | had been fed the Jerusalem
bread, buttonhole-shaped and laced with
sesame seeds, sprinkled with the spice mixture
za'atar. Na'hala Azar, the pastor’s wife, gets this every Sunday
morning for her family. | was sitting with Na’hala and her dark-
haired daughters Jihan (age 13), Sally (age 11), and Sama (age
7). It was very much like being with my family at worship,
except that | usually do not get to sit with them when I'm at
Christ the King!

I heard Pastor Azar mention the Arabic word “kniesse” in his
sermon, which I knew means “church.” Jihan whispered to me,
“he’s telling the story of Pentecost,” which made sense.

At the beginning of worship,
Pastor Azar introduced me to the
worshiping assembly. | heard
my name, “Tim Keyl,” being
joined to this Jerusalem church.

I heard the pastor express
gratitude for our prayers, and |
nodded in agreement.

During the time of communion, |
walked up to the large chancel
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area with a dome-shaped ceiling,
took the paten of pita bread, and tore off pieces to that small
community of Lutheran Christians who are linked to the first
community of Christians mentioned in the book of Acts. And |
was privileged to share in Pentecost 2008, offering the final
blessings and greeting those leaving worship for tea (not coffee)
hour.

It's a seemingly small thing, to recount this experience of
worship. But for Palestinian Christians in Jerusalem, coming
from the outskirts of the city can be a trial beyond description.
Checkpoints and denial of access can hamper the commute to
Sunday worship, or the opportunity to work, or the need for
medical care. When people arrive late for church at Redeemer in
Jerusalem, it's not just that they slept late, it's that a normal trip
of twenty minutes lasted two hours of waiting and scrutiny.

More than just about anything, | want to know that the church
in Jerusalem is a living, breathing community. | know that it is,
while | also know that the struggle simply to exist can be of
enormous proportion.

Meet the Vicar
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Greetings in the Name of Jesus!

My name is Bill Petersen and I'm looking forward to walking in faith
and service with all of you gathered by God as Christ the King Lu-
theran Church in Nashua.

So just what is a Vicar? In the Evangelical Lutheran Church in
America, education and training to become an ordained pastor is a
four-year program. In addition to the three year 90-credit Master of
Divinity degree, the third year of one’s formation is spent as a full-
time pastoral internship in a congregation. A vicar in the Lutheran
tradition is a seminarian serving as intern pastor experiencing the
practical side of being a parish pastor while mentored/supervised by
a Pastor and lay internship committee.
