money…. 8Deacons likewise must be serious, not double-tongued, 
not indulging in much wine, not greedy for money; 9they must 
hold fast to the mystery of the faith with a clear conscience.  –1 
Timothy 3:1-3, 8 

My sage pastor-father used to say that the pastoral office was for 

generalists, not specialists.  He had a favorite quote: “jack of all 

trades, master of none.” 

Pastoral duties are certainly varied: visiting the sick, preaching, 

writing articles for newsletters, presiding at weddings, planning 

for youth ministry, baptizing a child, to name just some.

Holy Spirit, we will respond to God’s call to share Christ’s love 

and saving grace with the world.

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2008 Youth Mission Trip: Love Out Loud 
On June 1st a group of more than fifty young adults and leaders 

from Sacred Heart-St. James Roman Catholic Parish, Shepherd of 

the Valley Lutheran, Union Congregational Church and our congre-

gation gathered at CtK to prepare for the 2008 Youth Mission Trip.  

The evening included opportunities to get to know one another, ex-

perience having or working with differently-abled people, review ex-

pectations for the trip, work on a creative project, and share a meal 

together. 

The creative project was building and decorating the four crosses 

that have been present in the sanctuary this past month.  The 

crosses representing the four congregations in our group were decorated to reflect the theme: 

The verse for the week reflects the theme:  Dear children, 
let’s not merely say that we love each other; let us show the truth by our actions (1 John 3:18 
NLT).  These crosses of love will travel with us and be exchanged with other groups partici-
pating in the Little Falls Workcamp in Machias, Maine July 6-12, 2008. 

The 2008 Mission Trip will again utilize Group Workcamp Foundation who organizes hun-

dreds of short-term trips in the United States and abroad.  Workcamp is a cross-

denominational organization known for living out faith through action and is utilized by 

Camp Calumet.  Workcamp provides home repairs at no cost for elderly, disabled, and disad-

vantaged people needing assistance.  Participants experience projects like painting; building 

or repairing porches, wheelchair ramps or steps; weatherization and other home repairs.  

Project crews typically serve the same resident for the entire week, creating an environment 

where meaningful relationships develop.

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This past June 5-7th the Pastors Keyl, Doug Voss, Deidre Schmidt, 

Heidi Jakoby, and Pastor Bianchi headed off to Worcester, Massa-

chusetts for the 22nd annual ELCA, New England Synod Assembly.  

We met Jim and Trudy Rye and some others from CTK including 

Joyce Janosky and Jim Miller.  Christ the King was well repre-

sented at all the events! CTK members manned displays on World 

Hunger and our partner church in Palestine.  And we had coverage 

at the Youth and Family Ministry table.  Joyce Janosky helped 

keep all of us organized working with the synod assembly planning 

and production team.      

Some of the highlights: 

First and foremost was receiving the LSS Hands Award.  Ten of us gathered on the stage to re-

ceive the award and we were thinking of all of you and all you do to support LSS’s different pro-

grams.  It was awesome.  We learned that CTK is the first congregation in New Hampshire to 

ever receive the award! 

Second, we heard from church leaders representing our partner Church in Honduras, a ministry 

shared with Lutherans and Episcopalians. Bishop Lloyd Allen of the Episcopal Church in Hondu-

ras and Rubi Esperanza Flores, director of diaconal programs, Lutheran Church of Honduras 

and Deaconess Janet Russell Alcantara, an ELCA missionary serving there all spoke of the work 

of God being done there. 

Our ELCA speaker, Pastor Rafael Malpica Padilla was very inspiring sharing stories of emerging 

ministries and where our mission dollars go.  My favorite was one in Riverdale, Illinois called 

“Skekinah Chapel” which reaches out to 19-35 year olds.  The minister said, the “guys would 

come and then they’d bring their girlfriends and soon the girlfriend’s parents were sitting in the 

pews, too!” 

We also learned about the first language of our faith which is Scripture.  From that we heard lots 

more about the Book of Faith Initiative going on in our Church.  It is a focused effort to get Lu-

therans more involved in Scripture and the way it speaks to us and to the world in different ways 

at different points in our lives.   I’m sure we’ll be hearing lots more about it as CTK becomes 

more familiar with it.  Augsburg Fortress gave out free copies of the first volume to those who 

made a purchase.  Some of us have a copy. 

We honored Rev.Ed Voosen and Ernie Dossin who are stepping down as secretary and treasurer 

of the synod.  Pastor Voosen has been secretary since the ELCA was formed 22 years ago and 

Ernie has done it for ten years.  We also honored Dodi Matthias for her work with multicultural 

ministries.  Two men were ordained at this year’s assembly.  They were Joshua Rinas, son of 

Pastor and Diane Rinas of Trinity, Chelmsford, MA and William Kroeze who’s from California 

and did his internship at St. Johns, Stamford, Ct.  He will continue there as associate pastor.  

Pastor Rinas will serve Zion, Waterbury, CT and as port chaplain for Seafarer’s International in 

New York City.  His wife is an Episcopalian priest!  They had matching stoles at the ordination! 

I’m sad to report that neither Pastor Keyl nor Pastor Bianchi got elected to the 2009 National 

Assembly.  In fact, New Hampshire had a poor showing in the voting overall.  Only Brad Cook 

(Gethsemane, Manchester) was elected from New Hampshire.  Pastor Teichman (Messiah, Am-

herst) did keep his seat on the Synod Council, Steve Converse (Good Shepherd, Groton) is the 

synod secretary AND is going to the national assembly next year.  Between breakfasts and work-

shops we learned even more things.  Some of us attended workshops on multiculturalism and 

immigration issues.  Others attended one on the Book of Faith Initiative.  A group of us attended 

the listening post event addressing the sexuality statement.  It was very interesting to hear the 

various insights people had.  Please feel free to check out nesynod.org and click on 2008 Assem-

bly for more.  Finally, thank you for supporting our going to this annual event.

On Saturday, June 6th, Lutheran Social Service CEO Heather Feltman and Community 

Services Executive Director Bob Kay invited Christ the King representatives to the podium 

at Worcester’s DCU Center ballroom.  They presented to our congregation the Hands of LSS 

award for our exemplary support for the social service agency of our synod.  While Pastor 

Keyl’s acceptance speech is not available (where he praised Chris the King’s involvement 

with refugees and the Antrim Girls’ Shelter), here is the text of that award:

The "Hands of LSS" is awarded annually to a congregation that has shown extraordinary 

and selfless support to Lutheran Social Services through their gifts of time and resources, 

thereby embodying their understanding of the LSS mission to serve and care for people in 

need in response to Christ's love.

Greetings Everyone! 

I’ve come a long way since my family, Pastors John Spangler and Maria Er-
ling and my sister Johanna and I moved away from the Christ the King fam-
ily in 1999.  I’ve just graduated from the University of Pittsburgh with a BA 
in English literature and religious studies, and my sister graduated from 
high school and will be headed to Vassar in the fall.  My next step will be to 
serve with the ELCA’s Young Adults in Global Mission Program in Jerusa-
lem and the West Bank.  Pastor Keyl encouraged me to share my opportunity 
with you.   

The Young Adults in Global Mission program is designed to give ELCA 
young adults an opportunity to participate in a yearlong global mission ex-
perience, serving in churches, schools and social service ministries.  Currently 
the program is engaged in work in Argentina, Uruguay, India, Kenya, Mex-
ico, Palestine, Slovakia, South Africa, and the United Kingdom.  The Young 
Adult in Global mission program is an example of where our congregation’s benevolence support is be-
ing used.  The total cost for one young adult in the program is $10,000.  The ELCA contributes $6000 
per young adult for this program, and asks that each participant raise 4,000 in support of their year of 
service and any additional funds which are raised go toward expanding the Young Adults in Global 
Mission Program.   I ask for your prayers and encouragement and also for your willingness to contrib-
ute.   

Being part of a mission effort appealed to me because I wanted the opportunity to serve, and particu-
larly understand the people who are living in the Middle East.  I’m not sure where I’ll be, this is the 
first year for the Jerusalem and West Bank program, but I will either be in Jerusalem or Bethlehem, 
and working with young people.  The nature of this program is to create stronger partnerships between 
our churches, (something that the New England Synod is already strongly engaged in and leading the 
way for many others).  I am excited to share this incredible opportunity with the CTK family, which 
was an integral part of my young faith journey.  I pledge to and keep you all up to date on what I am 
discovering and I thank you for your interest and your support!
