One of my favorite resources as a child was the Children’s Bible
Story Book, filled with pictures and Bible stories in paraphrase.

In my own adult life, now with children, we regularly sing our table

grace.

In Christ the King's Confirmation on Wednesday nights, among the
most powerful experiences come when youth share their highs and
lows of the week and then gather for prayer around a circle. They
pray for getting through a difficult test. They pray for friends in
trouble. They thank God for a great sports experience. They pray
that they might make good decisions. They pray for a great youth
event coming up. They thank God for time with each other.

Each first Sunday of the month beginning September 7 at 6:30 pm,
a group from the CtK community gathers for Prayer Around the

Cross. It features simple
unaccompanied singing,
beautiful flute-playing, and
climaxes by lighting candles
around a rough-hewn cross while
praying for ourselves and others.

The patterns of the Christian life
are peppered with prayer alone
or with others, time with God'’s
Word, and regular devotion that
offer thanks and intercession.

Let us be a praying and singing
church, gathered around Christ,
centered on Word and
Sacrament.

Ardent in Spirit

Spirituality is derived from the Hebrew word ruach, which means spirit, wind,
breath or that which gives life. Ruach is the power of God which brings creative life
out of chaos, liberates people from slavery, inspires prophets and calls for change
and renewal. As Christians, spirituality is the quest for a fulfilled and authentic life
that weaves our beliefs and values into the fabric of daily living. The “weaving” or
creating of a spiritual life is done through ruach, and not by our work alone. Our
openness to integrating beliefs and values are “threads” that are given life by the
Holy Spirit's wind, breath and fiery passion working in and through us each day.

Passionate Spirituality then is the form and intensity in which faith is lived. It is the gift of faith
lived out in committed service to others through skills and gifts shared with enthusiasm. The pas-
sion flows from the abundant love in which these gifts are given and the Spirit moving us to share
them outside of ourselves. In NCD terms, passionate spirituality is the level at which our faith in
Christ is lived out. Having Christ as the center of our life is then reflected in our thinking, decision
makings and daily actions.

Do we have Christ at the center; are we as a congregation on fire spiritually? Do we live out our faith
with joy and enthusiasm? How do we describe and express our faith? Some Christians describe their
passionate spirituality as...

e Living life with the Spirit

e Falling in love with Jesus

e Sharing their faith story with others

e Talking out loud with friends about their faith experience

e Connecting their beliefs through their individual expression

e Having their faith and love of God overflow into the lives of others

e Being intentional about asking how they reflect the love of God in their life

These descriptions may or may not resonate with you. But don't worry, it's really not important how

your passion is stated or described. Being passionate about spirituality is all about sharing how your
faith finds expression beyond you.

Paul modeled and encouraged passionate spirituality. The end of August we heard his words from
Romans 12, “I appeal to you therefore, brothers and sisters, by the mercies of God, to present your
bodies as a living sacrifice, holy and acceptable to God, which is your spiritual worship. Do not be
conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your minds, so that you may discern
what the will of God— what is is good and acceptable and perfect. .. Do not lag in zeal, be ardent in
spirit, serve the Lord. Rejoice in hope, be patient in suffering, persevere in prayer.”

But how can you be passionate about your faith if you're unsure or uncomfortable about your own
spirituality? Well asking, or focusing on the question and praying about it is a great start. Some
ways Christians focus on spirituality include...

e Practicing a daily discipline to remind you of God’s loving care and concern
e Being intentional about looking for God at work around you each day
e Quieting ones mind and heart to be still and open to God'’s presence
e Reading the Word to hear God’s voice through the Scriptures

e Encountering the beauty, majesty and power of nature

e Making decisions that are informed by your faith

e Listening to music that resonates with your soul

e Reflecting on your joys and concerns each day

e Participating actively in church activities

e Giving out of a meaningful generosity

e Praying with fervor/intensity

e Being inspired by worship



When we live out our faith using the gifts we have been given, it's not a ‘work’ or felt as an
‘obligation.’ People of faith and congregations who live out their spirituality with passion do not
‘volunteer’ their time at church rather they enjoy sharing what they are good at because it is their call-
ing and a joy. Some examples of where | have seen or heard passionate spirituality shared at CtK
since I arrived in July include...

e Our members who are homebound or live in care facilities who have warmly welcoming me and
shared their faith stories during visits with them

e Our Chapel School teachers and staff | have observed warmly welcoming preschoolers and par-
ents who have stopped in over the summer

e Our youth for sharing their experience and insights gearing up for Confirmation and Youth and
Family Ministries

e Our “Extreme Makeover” team and captain who negotiated, planned and dirtied their hands im-
proving the physical plant and community spirit here at CtK

e Our musicians who have shared their gifts and passion for music in worship

These God Sightings have shown me the presence of ruach giving life in and through the people God

has gathered as CtK. The faith stories you have shared in words and actions point to a quiet passion

that | think we all are being called to “turn up the volume” on. | encourage you to be intentional in

sharing your faith stories with one another, and to look for the new stories and God Sightings being

created all around us.

Love Out Loud: Reflections from our 2008 Mission Trip

Christ the King's Youth Mission Trip to Machias, Maine in July was a wonderful experience
of growing spiritually while serving people in need. The theme “Love Out Loud” and
scripture verses that framed the came from the book of 1 John. We know what real love is
because Jesus gave up his life for us. So we also ought to give up our lives for our brothers
and sisters. If someone has enough money to live well and sees a brother or sister in need but
shows no compassion—how can God’s love be in that person? Dear children, let's not merely
say that we love each other; let us show the truth by our actions. 1 John 3:16-18

Jesus’ love for people was sacrificial. It was public. It was clear. It was loud. The CtK
youth (Lisa Hansen, Kaitlyn McCullough, Melissa Parks, Cade McKay, and Andrew Voss)
and adults (Matt Skibba, Pastor Kari, and Vicar Bill) spent the week living 1 John 3:18
showing His love, sharing the truth, and changing the world through their actions.

In reflecting on the Mission Trip the CtK group described the experience to be beautiful,
spiritually fulfilling, satisfying and fun. Favorite parts of the trip were the devotions with
the work crew and residents, sharing in small and large groups, the very moving closing
session with residents, and the building and painting work itself. Favorite God Sightings
included a worksite view of a beautiful beach, seeing different members of our Groton-
Nashua group share with the entire camp daily, spiritual conversations with roommates,
and getting to know our residents and then finding perfect gifts for them to remember us by.

Faith lives were strengthened by the experience and it was great to know that there are
others out there like us who are believers. As a result of the experience, loving out loud
means being there for others without expecting anything in return. It also means not just
saying “lI am a Christian” but in helping others, we learned that people will know you are a
Christian because of how you live. Those who went on the trip would recommend a
Workcamp Mission Trip because it was fun to help others (so much that it's hard to realize
you're working hard!), you get to meet people from across the country, you make new friends
who accept you for whoever you are, and it makes you feel more “complete” as a person.
