Offer her the peace 
of Christ when you see her, and give thanks for how we give 
glory to God in song.

Book Club 
In keeping with this season of politics, the Book Club’s selection for October is Cokie 
Roberts’ historical work, Founding Mothers: The Women Who Raised Our Nation.  
Here’s what Publishers Weekly says about this book: 

ABC News political commentator and NPR news analyst Roberts didn't intend this as a general history of 
women's lives in early America-she just wanted to collect some great "stories of the women who 
influenced the Founding Fathers." For while we know the names of at least some of these women 
(Martha Washington, Abigail Adams, Eliza Pinckney), we know little about their roles in the Revolutionary 
War, the writing of the Constitution, or the politics of our early republic. In rough chronological order, 
Roberts introduces a variety of women, mostly wives, sisters or mothers of key men, exploring how they 
used their wit, wealth or connections to influence the men who made policy. As high-profile players 
married into each other's families, as wives died in childbirth and husbands remarried, it seems as if early 
America-or at least its upper crust-was indeed a very small world. Roberts's style is delightfully intimate 
and confiding: on the debate over Mrs. Benedict Arnold's infamy, she proclaims, "Peggy was in it from 
the beginning." Roberts also has an ear for juicy quotes; she recounts Aaron Burr's mother, Esther, 
bemoaning that when talking to a man with "mean thoughts of women," her tongue "hangs pretty loose," 
so she "talked him quite silent." In addition to telling wonderful stories, Roberts also presents a very 
readable, serviceable account of politics-male and female-in early America. If only our standard history 
textbooks were written with such flair!

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Creating a Cross Wall @ CtK 
As Lutherans the cross lies at the heart of our confidence in the 
Lord.  For us the cross is more than the simple symbol that 
adorns walls, necklaces and religious articles.  The cross repre-
sents or embodies the entire narrative of the crucified and risen 
Jesus.  Because of its centrality to our theology, we are install-
ing a wall of crosses in the gathering area/breezeway at Christ 

the King opposite the Sophia Room between the mailboxes and brochure rack. 

Author Gerhard Forde in his book On Being a Theologian of the Cross reminds us that the 
cross story is our story, the cross story claims us.  As Luther wrote: 

 You must get this through your head and not doubt that you are the one 

 Who is torturing Christ thus, for your sins have surely wrought this. . . . 

 Therefore when you see the nails piercing Christ’s hands, you can be 

 certain that it is your work.  When you behold his crown of thorns, you may rest  
 assured that these are your evil thought, etc. Luther’s Works 42.9 
Through in the death of Jesus on the cross, we see our death and we remember that we are 
dust.  Through the powerful image of the cross, we see everything as Luther puts it, the way 
things really are.  The CtK cross wall will serve as a visual reminder that we are bound to 
sin and only through the cross story are we bound to Christ our hope and salvation. 

The wall will be a place where crosses shared and placed on the altar for Holy Cross Day on 
September 14th will form the core display.  You are invited to add to the display by bringing a 
cross from home that has special meaning, creating a unique cross for the wall, or purchas-
ing a cross that inspires you.  Should you wish to share a cross, please leave it with me or 
with Helen Sanford, Altar Guild Décor Chair.  The crosses will be nailed to wall and the sim-
ple act of using a hammer and nail from which to hang the symbol of suffering and salvation 
will serve as a prayer.
