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Lent is for Life   
not just for chocolate... 
I was sitting at lunch with fellow board members of a non-profit the 
Monday before Ash Wednesday when the conversation at the other 
end of the table turned toward what people were giving-up, or doing 
for Lent.  Those raised Catholic said they give things up to remember 
the sacrifice Christ made, others said they added or did something to 
observe and remember the period of Lent.  One cultural Catholic 
recalled going back to mass each week as her spiritual practice for 
Lent.  She spoke bluntly about how difficult it was to go each week as it was the year the sex 
abuse scandal broke. 

Now this is not a religious organization, and while one member is the spouse of a 
Presbyterian minister, the others are not particularly active in their religious communities.  
And even given the good work of the organization, faith based conversations are not the norm 
for this group.  So while the conversation was interesting, I did not initially engage in it 
(even as folks talked about giving-up chocolate).  But as it unfolded, my curiosity was peaked 
and I tried to listen without appearing to be focused on it. 

Then in an eerie moment all heads seemed to 
turn to me at once, and our corner of the 
restaurant became extremely quiet.  As the 
seminarian/vicar/person who is supposed to 
be “expert” in all things spiritual, they 
wanted me to add my “2 cents” on the 
subject.   I spoke about how I have marked 
the journey to the cross in the past and that 
Lent is a reflective time and that it really 
isn’t about chocolate.  As I didn’t add any 
earth shattering insight or great wisdom, 
conversation moved to another topic. 

But as I thought more about this experience and what I might undertake as a spiritual 
discipline this year, I remembered that I was baptized during Lent in March of 1963.  For 
years I never understood why one would hold a baptism during the somber season of Lent.  I 
didn’t make the connection to baptism until my teens when I started to pay attention to the 
Sunday readings.  The lectionary readings in Lent do have baptismal images and point to the 
promises of God, paving the way to the death and resurrection of Jesus the Christ. 

Lent is a time to reflect, but it is also about life.  Life in the waters of baptism, life in our 
reflection and confession during these forty days, life lived for the forgiveness of our sins, life 
celebrated in the Eucharist each time we gather, and life that bursts forth from the darkness 
of Golgotha on Easter.  Lent is not for giving-up chocolate, or for that matter just about 
adding a spiritual practice… Lent is about life! 

May your journey to the cross be spirit filled, your Lenten practices fulfilling, and your 
experience life affirming.
