Sunday, November 30, 2008 

Andrew, Apostle 
The first of the disciples to be called by Jesus, Andrew quickly began to bring others 
to the Savior, including Simon Peter. The Bible also shows him leading some Greeks 
to meet Jesus, and he brought forward the boy with five loaves and two fish, with 
which Jesus fed thousands. 
 

Wednesday, December 3 

Francis Xavier, missionary to Asia, died 1552 
A native of the Basque region of Spain, Xavier became a missionary to India, South-
east Asia, Japan, and the Philippines. He also helped to found the Society of Jesus 
(Jesuits). 
 

Thursday, December 4 

John of Damascus, theologian and hymnwriter, died around 749 
A monk in an abbey near Jerusalem, John wrote many hymns as well as theological 
works.
